Meeting Notes

2/25/10

The Health & Human Services Team convened to discuss topic areas, potential meeting dates, and additions/priorities for the next meeting, Monday, March 8, Klamath Housing Authority, 1445 Avalon Street, 12:30 – 2:30PM.

Our first meeting covered ground rules, introductions, and the group’s thoughts on moving towards consensus.  Facilitator Trish Seiler introduced the topic of appreciative inquiry, in which the group begins with consideration of community strengths as a foundation on which to build toward resolution of community issues.

Appreciative inquiry looks at ‘larger picture’ questions around community needs, and then seeks solutions based on available resources.  The process helps the group move towards consensus on tough issues, results in a group vision statement, and leads to an implementation plan.

Additional topic areas suggested by the group are:  succession planning, volunteerism, the importance of community service, a culture of health for children, diversity (to include senior citizens and people with disabilities), involvement of the Klamath Tribes and representatives of the Hispanic Community, families, youth, and business reps.  

A suggestion was offered to look at other communities who are consistently at the top in benchmarks and indicators of health.  Checking out statistics from sources such as Children First For Oregon and the Oregon Progress Board was also mentioned.
